Providers who did not submit an RP1 report by the deadline and returned funds prior to
HRSA announcing the Request to Report Late Due to Extenuating Circumstances
process have a one-time opportunity to have their RP1 PRF payment(s) reissued. The
projected window for report submissions is August 22 to September 9, 2022.
